Actions Taken, Major Project Updates, and Other Milestones

· IDEA: Nothing new to report
· Longitudinal Data Systems Grant: Nothing new to report
· Lunch Equipment: Nothing new to report
· McKinney-Vento: Working with three districts on submission of their applications; all other applications are in at ODE
· Qualified School Construction Bond Program: Extended deadline for districts to use 2009 authority until 06/30/10; the federal government notified Oregon of its allocation for 2010 - $109.1 million; on 3/24/10, ODE notified qualifying districts in writing of their allocation amounts for 2010
· Race to the Top: Winners will be announced on 3/29/10; conducting analysis of applications by successful finalists to inform Round 2 process
· School Improvement Grants: Based on USED feedback, working on changes to the grant application; plan to send in revisions in the next couple of weeks; expectation is that nearly all Tier 1 and Tier 2 will apply for grants; intent is to get funds to districts by the end of May 2010
· State Fiscal Stabilization Fund (SFSF): Reviewing sub-recipient A-133 audits for instances of non-compliance or questioned costs; of the 53 reviews completed to date, have found no instances of non-compliance; completed financial collection – one of ODE’s monitoring tools - with 100% compliance by districts; conducting random monitoring of districts’ reimbursement requests
· Title IA: Continuing to work with districts to get their budget narratives submitted to ODE; target for 100% compliance is 4/15/10
· Title IID: Nothing new to report
· General: Opened Section 1512 data collection tool for districts on 3/04/10 for reporting through 3/31/10
