NOTES FROM ARRA TITLE X WEBINAR:
- Allocations posted on ODE ARRA Website; USDE Guidance posted there also

- Activities are the same as the 16 Authorized Activities for regular competitive MVA subgrants; staffing to implement the activities is also allowed.  USDE staff have indicated they are more interested in staffing direct service implementation by classified staff, than administrators and managers for programs.

- Funds may be spent retroactively to March 1, 2009 (as determined by program, in Oregon), with the district reimbursing itself for staff salaries, etc.

- Funds may be used for activities over the summer (e.g., summer school slots and transportation).

-ARRA Funds must be encumbered no later than Sept 30, 2011; however, please attempt to spend most of these funds in the first year.   

- Districts that receive a MVA-Title X Subgrant for 2009-10 are asked to spend their ARRA funds first – and keep funds separate by Index # from Subgrant funds for reporting and spending/reimbursement purposes.

- USDE Guidance on reporting requirements for Title X ARRA have not been issued, but currently we are expecting:


- quarterly fiscal reports on expenditures


- reporting on how funds are aligned to the 16 Authorized Activities
Title X ARRA funds will not have the expenditure restrictions of Title IA, such as 



maintenance of effort, 15% carryover limit, supplement/not supplant



limits, etc.


- SO FAR, we have not heard that student academic achievement will be among 



the reporting requirements.

- There is no guarantee of continuation of these funds in upcoming years – this may be a one-shot bolstering of resources to meet current needs.   HOWEVER, if Congress were to consider another ARRA Round for Title X, it is likely to be at least partially influenced by


- relevant and appropriate use of funds during 2009-10

- impact of funds on maintaining or enhancing staffing of Title X programs.
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
